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Responsibilities of the Director of Traffic of the 
Elbow Park Residents Association

(Approved by the Board of Directors of the

Elbow Park Residents Association June, 2010)

The Director of Traffic is an elected member of the Board of Directors (the “Board”) of the Elbow Park Residents Association (the “EPRA”) and serves as Chair of the Traffic Committee.

The responsibilities of the Director of Traffic are to:

1. ensure that the Traffic Committee functions within the bylaws, policies and guidelines and consistent with the both the Statement of Principles and the Terms of Reference of the Traffic Committee, all as approved from time to time by the Board;

2. liaise with the Board and residents of Elbow park by attending Board meetings and general or special meetings of the members of the EPRA;

3. act as a spokesperson for the EPRA with the City of Calgary, the Aldermen, and with other community associations and stakeholders regarding traffic matters;

4. provide leadership within the Traffic Committee and act in the best interests of Elbow Park and its residents as a whole; 

5. create a sense of teamwork, managing behaviours and any conflicts of interest arising at or within the Traffic Committee; and

6. oversee and be responsible for expenses incurred by the Traffic Committee and to obtain Board pre-approval for any significant expenses.
