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Statement of Principles for the Traffic Committee of the Elbow Park Residents Association
(Approved by the Board of Directors of the 

Elbow Park Residents Association June, 2010)

The overall goal of the Elbow Park Residents Association (the “EPRA”) is to work to insure that Elbow Park is a safe and pedestrian/cyclist friendly residential community, free of non-community resident cut-through traffic and one where traffic operates at safe speeds respectful of the residents of Elbow Park.

The Traffic Committee will strive to achieve this goal by:

1. Working towards eliminating cut-through non-residential traffic (including by continued reduction of access to Elbow Park for commuting cut-through traffic, installing barriers where appropriate, and any other forms of deterrent that may be available);

2. Discouraging speeding (including by implementation of traffic calming measures, active enforcement and other appropriate speeding deterrents that may be available);

3. Promoting and facilitating pedestrian and cyclist friendly amenities;

4. Engaging in effective communication with community residents and other stakeholders to seek support for traffic committee initiatives;

5. Examining all possible alternatives and methods for achieving the EPRA’s goals and developing recommendations in accordance therewith for presentation to community residents and other stakeholders; and

6. Finding a balance, where appropriate where community residents have differing views on implementation of barriers, traffic calming measures and other ways to achieve the EPRA’s goals.
