The exterior heritage of the
building will be preserved while the interior wile exposed for its natural beauty with high

ceilings and wood trusses that will be returneth&r original wood finish,

Current Objectives

Change rooms and washrooms relocated to the nodtlklesest to the rink.
Hockey boards would be stored in basement in theezfson to eliminate off site
storage.

Water fountain / water filling station would be aibut not a necessity

Benches and rubber matting flooring for skates.

No drywall. Walls designed to accommodate potewligghage from players.
Relocation of watering room to basement with be#&acting system and insulation.
Hooks on the walls, no need for cubbies or storage

Based on Tom’s input the hockey room change arlegaded at the far end of the clubhouse and
closet to the rinks. As this area is specificalgidned for hockey it allows us to have a more
efficient use of space with the layout of bencfié® benches will be designed to be removeable
and stored in the basement during the summer maothsat this space can be utilized by other
venues if so desired. Behind the benches arounpettimeter will be hooks for kids to hang

their jacket and clothes. The access to the bagamtfmough a double set of doors that leads
down a ramp into the basement. The ramp is closteedop so it does not provide a hiding area
or a place for leaves or snow to accumulate. Tisepee small washroom in this area for access
to the hockey players that will include speciabfiog to support skates. The floor throughout
the skating area will be a rubberized matting systgpical in hockey arenas where kids can
walk on it in their skates. A quick filling statidar water bottles and combined water fountain
will be positioned in the hockey area. Just betheaamp will be the watering hose for the

rinks. The main water station will be situated betbis in the basement a long with the watering
system for the clay tennis courts. The wall oftdi@p leading down to the basement will have
hooks for snow shovels.

Current objectives:

Increase Useable space within the main area oholuge. Current area too small.
Larger bathrooms with day lockers.

Outside storage space required for roller anddéafer etc. Approximately 6' x 8' c/w
double personnel door with both doors opening ackdble.

Long term basement storage of 20' x 30' for natdes, chairs, etc.

Kitchen must be more useable with stand up glasd frooler for drinks, commercial
kitchen, and counter space for displaying product.

Additional night time lighting to brighten courts @utside of building.

Extension of concrete pad on exterior to be eveh amnd of structure and relocation of
practice wall to area facing the park.

One of the major benefits of adding a basemenhemorth/south facing building is it allows us
to move the services and storage to the basemecit witreases the amount of space available
considerably. With this added space we can mové&itbleen back in line with the existing wall
and increase the size of the multipurpose area. dthieves one of Brett's requests to have a
larger general area and a more useable kitchemithdte commercial grade with a stand-up
cooler for drinks and a walk-in closet. While penfong the concrete works it would also make
sense to extend the patio area equal to the et difuilding to provide a much larger viewing
area. This actually creates a natural closed area lfitting wall that faces the park. Any balls
that go over the wall would land in the park, nottbe court that currently occurs and is a safety
and nuisance issue. The existing hitting wall wdagddismantled allowing for viewing into the
back court that is currently screened. As requetstedhathrooms are increased in size c/w day
lockers. To break up the continuity of the buildengable roof has been added off the north end
of the Tennis courts. This gable is canopied outréat an outdoor covered area 26’ x 12’ deep.



Canteen
The canteen currently projects out into the magaaf the clubhouse. With the improvements
this canteen would be positioned in the line wit& support wall resulting in a significantly
enlarged general use space. The canteen hasrmeeased in size to include a walk-in pantry
for storage and the ability to host banquet eve@se suggestion from Sandee Philpot was to
bring in an independent contractor to operate #meen as a year round business offering a full

service that would benefit all the venues.

The canteen will meet commercial standards andidecstand up glass front coolers, a range,

double sink, upper and lower cabinets, industiisthwasher, pantry, and security gate.

Basement
With the addition of a basement we solve a numbstavage issues and increase available space

on the main floor for the various venues.

The storage in the basement will include hockeydmaennis equipment, tables and chairs for

general use, file storage, janitorial suppliespaae and hot water tanks, and the water station to

support the rinks and tennis courts.
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BUDGET COST

proposed. The cost is approximately $1,500 fonaeeng that could be mounted and remain on
display at the Clubhouse.
